        a) Make sure children arrive at school by 8.50 a.m. and collect them at 3.05 p.m. 
  
        b) Make sure that children attend regularly and inform school of any reason for absence. 
 
        c) Encourage their children to have a positive attitude to work and behave well in and around school. 
 
        d) Help with activities sent home, particularly by reading to and with the child regularly. 
    
        e) Ensure that children adhere to the school uniform policy and have the correct equipment for daily activities, such 

as PE kits 
      
        f) Attend Parents’ Evenings to discuss children’s progress, twice yearly.
